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What is a Blended/Hybrid Class?

* Aclass in which some traditional face-to-face
(seat time) has been replaced by online
learning activities

* Takes advantage of the best features of both
face-to-face and online learning environments

* Atypical hybrid/blended class at Washington
State Community College should have about
50% of its teaching/learning activities online
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What is a Blended/Hybrid Class?

The online component usually delivered using
a web-based system called a Learning
Management System (LMS)

WSCC uses Sakai CLE as its LMS

Online components may include activities
such as: content delivery, communication,
collaboration, assessments & evaluation (e.g.
assignments, tests/quizzes, grading, etc.)

— NOT just transferring information to the Web
(Involves an extensive course redesign)

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Teaching Blended Courses

¢ Minimum requirement to teach a Blended course:
— E4Me free course (from Ohio Learning Network)
« Self-register for E4Me (see handout)
* Proof of course completion is required before start to teach
blended
— If the course is not already developed by another faculty
member, you need to fill a Course Development
Application Form and get it approved
— 90-minutes orientation/training on Sakai (contact me to
arrange the time). The Sakai training is a mix of
technology and pedagogy (teaching/learning methods)
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Course Development Process

* Instructor fills Course Development Application Form.
* Get it approved by Chair and Dean
* Submit to the Director of Distance Learning

* DL Director issues contract and send it via e-mail for the
instructor to sign and return

* Afinal signed copy is e-mailed to the instructor for
her/his record
